Coverage of Final Exam
Grade 6

This is a summary of the material covered in the second 2 and half weeks. Each student will be given a
copy to take home to study.

In the teacher’s copy of this “Coverage”, the specific parts of the covered material used in the exams are
highlighted.

Students should be told to use this “Coverage” pages to review the material in preparation for the exam
in the first Period of the First day of Week 6 (Monday August 1, 2005).

Examiners: To assure uniform testing across all grades, please read and follow the instructions carefully.
Specifically, please note that in all except grade 1, Vocabulary and Sentences test require that students
read the questions by themselves. The questions for Vocabulary and Sentences, especially the
Vietnamese words, are meant to be read and understood by the students without the aid of the examiner.

Each exam includes 3 parts.

- Part 1: Spelling. It is important that a teacher who usually teaches Spelling conduct this exam. It should
take no more than 5 minutes for this part.

- Part 2: Vocabulary. Should take no more than 7 minutes.

- Part 3: Sentences. Should take no more than 7 minutes.

We are trying to give the Teaching Aides (cac em phu gido) an opportunity to be in control of
his/her class. So the plan is for a teacher to get the exam started and conducted the Part 1
(Spelling) of the exam, then turn over control to the TA.

The TA will complete the exam (within 14 minutes), then use the rest of the time to lead the class
through scoring of the exam (students exchanging tests).

Note: Except for the youngest classes (1B, 2A1 and perhaps 2A2), it is advantageous to lead the
students through the scoring exercise to the extent of their capability. It’s a good opportunity for the
students to know what the right answers are, right there and then immediately after taking the tests.
Some amount of errors, if not caught in later parts of the process, is expected and should not be cause for
alarm.

Teachers could stay in class to give the TA a hand with maintaining discipline (but not proctoring the
exam per se).

The TA will proceed to get the tests altogether and turn in to thay Nhi Anh for tallying. The result
will be made available to all teachers. Exams will be returned to students.
